It was during the
work on the piece that the great tragedy of this beautiful Ukrainian city,
which was methodically and cruelly destroyed by the Russians, took place.

Now | am very worried that Mariupol will not be forgotten, that what
happened there will not be hushed up.

Neither now, nor in the future.

Therefore, we must shout about Mariupol! To all people of good will, by all
means available to them.

This work was supposed to record, imprint this name — Mariupol...

As for the musical language - it is mostly soft, lyrical, very Ukrainian in
sound. | see it as a fragile plant that makes its way through the rubble, the
chests of stones and concrete that remained on the site of destroyed
residential buildings.

Life, in the end, will win.
